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Abstract

Contemporary poetry has consistently reflected the dynamic interplay of social and
political transformations. Among modern poets, Qassim Haddad of Bahrain and
Ahmad Shamlu of Iran stand out as two of the most influential voices whose works
embody freedom, social responsibility, and justice. Both poets are recognized for
transforming poetry into a platform of resistance and awakening, while
simultaneously innovating in terms of aesthetic and stylistic form. This study,
adopting a comparative perspective within the framework of the American School of
Comparative Literature, examines how Haddad and Shamlu employ symbolism,
metaphor, imagery, thythm, and innovative poetic structures to articulate their vision
of freedom and social commitment. Haddad, through a metaphorical and
deconstructive language, portrays the bitter experiences of repression, censorship,
and resistance in the Arab world. Shamlu, on the other hand, with a direct, rhythmic,
and prophetic voice, challenges tyranny and authoritarianism while defending human
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rights and human dignity. By examining the socio-historical background of both
poets, this research investigates their poetic strategies, their symbolic systems, and
their influence on contemporary Arabic- and Persian-speaking poets, as well as their
global significance within the wider discourse of resistance literature. The findings
reveal that despite stylistic differences, both poets converge in redefining the notion
of social commitment in innovative and influential ways, turning literature into an
effective tool for awakening, collective struggle, and raising awareness.

Introduction

Poetry has long served as both a mirror and a catalyst for cultural, social, and
political realities. From the earliest epics to the modern lyric, poets have assumed
the dual responsibility of preserving collective memory and projecting visions of
transformation. In the contemporary Arab and Persian worlds, marked by decades
of colonialism, dictatorship, social upheaval, and cultural renewal, poetry has
played an indispensable role in shaping identity and resistance. Within this context,
Qassim Haddad and Ahmad Shamlu emerge as paradigmatic figures whose works
exemplify the intersection of aesthetic innovation and social engagement.

Haddad, born in Bahrain in 1948, grew up in a society marked by colonial
domination, censorship, and political unrest. His poetic voice reflects both the pain
of oppression and the determination of resistance, conveyed through a sophisticated
network of metaphors and symbolic imagery. Shamlu (1925-2000), widely
considered one of the most significant Iranian modernist poets, lived through the
turmoil of Pahlavi dictatorship, revolution, and post-revolutionary censorship. His
poetry consistently challenges political despotism and advocates for the inherent
dignity of every human being.

The significance of a comparative study lies in highlighting the diverse strategies
by which poets articulate the same fundamental concerns—freedom, justice, and
social commitment—while drawing on different cultural and historical contexts. By
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examining the convergences and divergences in Haddad’s and Shamlu’s works, this
research aims to contribute to a deeper understanding of resistance literature as both
a regional and a universal phenomenon.

Theoretical Framework and Methodology
This study is situated within the American School of Comparative Literature, which
emphasizes cross-cultural analysis beyond linguistic, geographic, or national
boundaries. Literature, in this framework, is understood as a universal medium
through which human experiences of suffering, resistance, and hope are shared.

The research adopts a qualitative, interpretive, and comparative methodology,
analyzing selected poems by Haddad and Shamlu alongside secondary sources such
as critical essays, historical studies, and scholarly interpretations. The analysis
focuses on three interrelated dimensions:

Socio-historical context: How the political and cultural realities of Bahrain and
Iran shaped the poets’ voices.

Stylistic and aesthetic strategies: How each poet employed metaphor,
symbolism, rhythm, and imagery.

Thematic concerns: Freedom, social responsibility, and justice as articulated in
their poetry.

This approach allows for uncovering the ways in which literature transcends
linguistic and cultural boundaries, forging a universal discourse of resistance and
social responsibility.

Socio-historical Context

Understanding the works of Haddad and Shamlu requires situating them within
their respective socio-historical contexts. Haddad’s Bahrain was characterized by
colonial interference, limited freedoms, and strict censorship. Poets had to navigate
these constraints carefully, often embedding their messages in layered metaphors
and allegories. Haddad’s imagery of blood, rivers, night, and broken walls serves
as indirect references to violence, repression, and the desire for liberation.
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Shamlu’s Iran, meanwhile, endured decades of authoritarian rule, culminating in
the upheaval of the 1979 Revolution and subsequent political repression. Shamlu’s
commitment to clarity and his prophetic voice reflect his conviction that poetry
must not obscure the truth but confront it head-on. His declarations such as
“Everyone who lives on this soil has the right to say no, and the right to die for it”
encapsulate his direct confrontation with tyranny.

Both poets, though situated in different geopolitical realities, faced similar
pressures: censorship, surveillance, and the constant threat of imprisonment. Yet
both refused silence, insisting that silence itself is a form of complicity with
oppression.

Stylistic and Aesthetic Strategies
One of the most striking differences between Haddad and Shamlu lies in their
stylistic approaches.

Haddad’s Symbolic Density: His work is marked by metaphorical richness,
influenced both by classical Arabic traditions and modernist experimentation. For
example, his recurring motif of blood functions as both a literal sign of martyrdom
and a metaphor for collective sacrifice. The night often symbolizes oppression,
while the river becomes a metaphor for continuity and collective struggle. His style
is elliptical, layered, and at times deliberately opaque—an aesthetic shaped by
censorship that forced him to encode messages for those who could decipher them.

Shamlu’s Declarative Voice: In contrast, Shamlu often employs direct, rhythmic,
and musical lines, crafted to resonate in public readings and collective settings. His
poetry reads like a manifesto, both lyrical and prophetic. For example, in his poem
“Freedom,” he proclaims: “Freedom! In writing your name, I drive my blood with
difficulty”—a stark, unambiguous assertion that equates poetry itself with the
lifeblood of resistance.

Despite these stylistic divergences, both poets share a profound commitment to
crafting innovative forms that fuse aesthetics with social responsibility.
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Thematic Concerns
At the core of both poets’ works are three interrelated themes:

Freedom:

Haddad ties freedom to sacrifice and martyrdom. In his poetry, freedom is achieved

through endurance, often expressed with metaphors of blood and resistance.
Shamlu, however, treats freedom as an existential right—inalienable and non-

negotiable. His declarative tone asserts freedom as a human essence rather than a

political aspiration alone.

Social Commitment:

Haddad’s social commitment emerges through his evocation of collective memory. His

verses preserve the voices of the marginalized, ensuring that oppression is not forgotten.
Shamlu assumes the role of a prophetic voice, directly addressing his people and

urging them toward resistance. For him, silence is tantamount to betrayal.

Justice:

Both poets equate justice with human dignity and equality. Haddad expresses this
through allegories shaped by cultural memory, while Shamlu frames it as a
universal moral imperative.

Symbolism and Shared Motifs
Although their contexts and styles differ, Haddad and Shamlu share a repertoire of

recurring symbols that transcend linguistic boundaries:

Blood: For Haddad, blood symbolizes sacrifice and the painful cost of freedom; for
Shamlu, it is the price willingly paid for justice.

Water/Rivers: Haddad uses rivers as metaphors of continuity, collective struggle,
and renewal. Shamlu often invokes rain and water as signs of cleansing and rebirth.
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Walls: For Haddad, walls signify barriers and censorship; for Shamlu, they are
obstacles that must be shattered through collective resistance.

Light: Both poets employ light as a symbol of hope, awakening, and liberation,
often contrasted with the darkness of oppression.

These shared symbols illustrate how poets from different cultural and political
realities converge in a universal symbolic language of resistance.

Global Significance and Influence

Haddad is widely celebrated across the Arab world as a pioneer of modernist
resistance poetry. His works, translated into multiple languages, have influenced
younger generations of Arab poets, particularly in the Gulf region. Shamlu,
meanwhile, is regarded as one of the greatest modern Persian poets, with
translations of his works reaching audiences across Europe, North America, and
beyond.

Both poets have been recognized not only as literary figures but also as cultural
leaders. Their voices resonate beyond their national borders, inspiring movements
for justice, freedom, and human rights in the broader Middle Eastern context and in
global resistance literature.

Discussion and Conclusion

The comparative analysis reveals that while Haddad and Shamlu differ in style—
symbolic versus declarative—they converge in their unwavering commitment to
justice, freedom, and social responsibility. Their works demonstrate that literature
can transcend the realm of aesthetics to become a cultural and political force.

By redefining social commitment in innovative forms, both poets transform
poetry into a medium of collective memory, resistance, and awakening. Their
legacy affirms the enduring power of literature to challenge oppression and to
articulate the universal human longing for dignity and freedom.

Future research could expand this study by exploring intertextual links between
Haddad, Shamlu, and other poets of resistance, or by analyzing how translations of
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their works have shaped their reception in global literary circles.
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
